MODIS Subset File Naming Convention

The naming convention for the Core Site subset files produced at the MODIS Adaptive Processing System (MODAPS) reflect the following naming convention:

ESDT.Ayyyyddd.cs_SiteName.vvv.yyyydddhhmmss.format.gz
where:

ESDT represents the ESDT short name of the MODIS L3 and L4 product names, as detailed in Table 2, 

A represents the MODAPS naming convention for MODLAND products from Terra. (This originally represented the AM-1 platform, which was renamed to Terra.  However, MODAPS will continue to use the letter “A” and, so, for consistency with the parent products, the letter “A” will be used for the subset file names.)

yyyyddd represents the four-digit year followed by day number (1-366) within the year, for the start of the granule within the file, 

cs_ indicates that the site is part of the EOS Land Validation Core Sites,

SiteName represents the name designated for each core site, limited to eight characters, 

vvv represents a three-digit version (collection) number for the product ESDT reference.

yyyydddhhmmss represents the four digit year, day number (1-366) within the year, hours, minutes, and seconds of a time at which the granule was processed. These times will be UTC times, not local time zone values,
format is the format of the subset file, will always be .hdf

gz indicates that the file is compressed using the gzip utility
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
